AGREEMENT FOR CONDUCT OF 10TH WEVA CONGRESS AND OUTLINE OF RESPONSIBILITIES FOR WEVA AND RUSSIAN NATIONAL EQUINE VETERINARY ASSOCIATION

The World Equine Veterinary Association (WEVA) was established to promote international cooperation in equine clinical practice and to advance the state of knowledge to enhance the welfare of horses.  One specific purpose of WEVA is to hold and promote international congresses concerning all aspects of the health, breeding and welfare of the horse.  These meetings are to be held in a bi-annual basis in conjunction with those of a national equine veterinary association.

The WEVA Executive Committee is responsible for overseeing the organisation of these international meetings every 2 years.  It has a scientific program sub-committee that works with the program committee of the host national association to develop the educational program for the conference.  The following Congresses have been held to date:

1989 – Essen, Germany

1991 - Rio de Janeiro, Brazil

1993 - Geneva, Switzerland

1995 - Yokohama, Japan

1997 - Padova, Italy

1999 - Paris, France

2001 – Sorrento, Italy 

2003 – Buenos Aires, Argentina

2006 – Marrakech, Morocco

WEVA Congresses in Padova, Paris and Sorrento attracted 250-300 more delegates than usually attended the respective meetings of the host national equine associations.  Following the success of the WEVA Congress in Padova, The World Equine Veterinary Association Executive decided on a new format for the conduct of future WEVA Congresses.  The Congresses will be run in association with a national equine veterinary association and not necessarily at the time of the World Veterinary Association Congress, as in the past.  The format will be one whereby keynote papers are presented, but as many international original contributions as possible are encouraged in the format of oral and poster communications. The following organisational details have been decided upon by the WEVA Executive:

1.  The WEVA Congress will be a collaborative effort between the Russian Equine Veterinary Association and the WEVA Executive. This requires a close relationship to be maintained between the national association and the WEVA Executive.

2.  Decisions about major Congress themes and invited speakers will be made in consultations between the WEVA Scientific Program Committee and the Russian national equine veterinary association.  The Scientific Program Committee is made up of representatives from the host Russian association and the WEVA Executive.

3.  The Russian Equine Veterinary  Association is responsible for all financial aspects of the Congress and has the following responsibilities: 

Payment of fares and accommodation costs for the WEVA Executive Committee (10 members)

Payment of fares and accommodation costs for the invited keynote speakers

Payment of a Congress staging fee to WEVA - the latter fee is 10% of charge made to commercial exhibitors and 10% of the registration fee of the international attendees, or a minimum of $10,000US.  These funds will be used in the year following the Congress to hold meetings for veterinarians and horse owners on basic topics related to equine health in one or more developing countries.

4.  Early in the planning stages of each WEVA Congress, an internet web site must be established for the conference and maintenance of this internet web site is the responsibility of the Congress Organisers. This should be available a minimum of 18 months before the Congress and the content decided upon and organised between the Russian Equine Veterinary Association and the WEVA Executive. Primary communication of information about the Congress will be disseminated electronically via listserver mailing lists (ECN, horsesci etc) and the world-wide web.

5.  There will be a call for abstracts, not less than 12 months before the Congress and the format for abstract preparation will be undertaken by the WEVA Executive and provided to the Russian Equine Veterinary Association organising committee. The abstracts will be accepted exclusively in electronic format, to simplify the task of abstract book production for the Congress. The closure date for abstract submission will be not less than 6 months before the Congress date and a decision on acceptance of abstracts will be made a minimum of 5 months before the Congress. The selection of abstracts will be undertaken by the Scientific Program subcommittee of the WEVA Executive Committee, and a subcommittee of the Russian Equine Veterinary Association. It is the responsibility of the Russian Equine Veterinary Association to inform successful and unsuccessful applicants of the outcome of their submitted abstracts.

6.  Following abstract acceptances, a final programme of oral and poster communications will be developed by the subcommittees of WEVA and the Russian Equine Veterinary Association. The final programme will be advertised on the web site and veterinarians informed internationally by electronic mailing lists.
